We 

talked about what it was made out of and  

went for a walk to find our own bird nest ma-

terials.

 In may we will be talking about our 

moms, grandmas, aunties and other women 

we love.  We also will be learning about in-

sects.  We recently received butterfly larva 

which we will be taking care of  until they 

hatch into butterflies.  I’m very excited to see 

the children's reactions as these tiny worms 

make cocoons around themselves and one 

day climb out as a butterfly.  I’ll make sure to 

get lots of video and pictures of this journey!
